Snow Closure Procedures

When the school is closed due to snow parents/carers can support their children with the following suggestions:
1) Look at the We Are Learning To leaflet for your child’s class to see the type of things that they are learning in class. Choose areas which interest your child and discuss what they have been learning at school.

2)  Look at recent homework tasks and go over these with your child or carry out some of the activities from your child’s homework grid.
3)  Maths/Numeracy:                                                              

· Your child could do some addition or subtraction sums. 
· Older children could practise times tables. 
· Look at the We Are learning To leaflet to discuss what they are currently doing at school in maths.

4) Reading        

· Choose a story book or novel from home which your child can read and discuss with you.

5)  Writing:    

·  Create a snow diary recording what happens each day 

· Write a poem about winter or snow

· Write a letter to a relative, a famous person or your teacher.

· Build a snowman and write a list of instructions for how to build a snowman.

6) Expressive Arts:

· Drawing and/or painting something

· Building something from junk or construction materials

· Learn to recite a poem

7) Health and Wellbeing:
· Help with clearing snow and paths -  with your permission they could help clear paths for elderly neighbours 

· Build an igloo or a snowman outside
